The tour starts and ends in Beijing where the time is free to explore

as you wish. As most of the group will have an interest in antiques I will

escort people to markets and recommended places but if anyone wants to

visit tourist spots like the Great Wall or Forbidden City that will be easy to

arrange and also inexpensive.

In Beijing we are staying in a four star hotel which is centrally

located and ideal for us. In Tibet I have chosen to stay in Tibetan style

hotels, which are mostly very comfortable particularly in Lhasa but in the

remoter locations standards will be more basic, but the best available.
